Head Coach Carlos DelCid enters his 13th season at the helm of the NYIT men's soccer program. Under his 
tutelage, 27 Bears earned All-New York Collegiate Athletic Conference honors and 23 have received All-East Coast 
Conference accolades since 2006. 

DelCid has also coached two players to National Soccer Coaches Association of American (NSCAA)/adidas All-
America recognition. Eduardo Anacelto received the honor in 2006 as he was named to the second team, while Kyle 
Cupid earned first team honors in 2007. Last season, captain Vinny Caccavale became the fourth Bear, and third 
under DelCid, to earn All-America honors fromthe NSCAA. He also made program history as the team's first CoSIDA 
Academic All-District I selection and the program's first NSCAA Scholar All-American.

Last season, NYIT producted a 9-7-3 overall record and was the ECC Tournament Runners-Up, falling to LIU Post in 
the championship match. The Bears earned the third seeed with a 5-2-2 league mark. For their efforts, Caccavale, 
Matt DiDonna, and Javier Gallardo were named All-ECC for the second straight year. DiDonna and Caccavale also 
earned Daktronics and NSCAA All-East Region honors. 

In 2011, DelCid coached the Bears to their first ECC Tournament Championship and the program's fifth NCAA 
Regional berth. NYIT ended the season with a 14-4-2 overall mark and a second place finish in the ECC with a 5-1-1 record. For their efforts, DiDonna 
and Caccavale earned Daktronics All-East Region honors and were named All-ECC First team. Senior Pierre Sy, Gallardo, and freshman Guillermo Fuentes 
earned second team honors, while Gallardo was named the ECC Tournament's Most Outstanding Player.

In 2010, NYIT finished with an 8-8-1 record, which brought DelCid's career total to 107-56-21. DelCid became the first NYIT men's soccer coach to reach 
the 100-win plateau on Sept. 11, 2010 in a 2-1 overtime win against American International at President's Stadium. 

In 2009, the Bears finished with a 9-9-0 record, his first .500 season. In 2008, the Bears compiled a 7-7-4 record, just the second time in his tenure 
DelCid has not finished a season with a record above .500. The Bears, however, were 
recognized for their sportsmanship and fair play as they were awarded with the New 
York Metro Intercollegiate Soccer Officials Association Sportsmanship Award. 

In 2007, DelCid guided NYIT to a 14-4-2 record and a trip to the NCAA Northeast 
Regional. It was the second time in three years the Bears advanced to the NCAA 
Tournament, and DelCid was recognized by his peers as he was voted the ECC Co-Coach 
of the Year. Even more impressive was that DelCid and the Bears were able to bounce 
back after experiencing their first losing season during his tenure, a 7-8-1 record in 
2006. 

In 2001, DelCid took over a team that was just 3-14-1 the season before and led 
them to an 11-5-1 record, the best turnaround in all of Division II that year. With 
each season, the Bears kept improving, and in 2002, NYIT finished with a 12-4-1 
record, 7-2 in the ECC and as ECC Tri-Champions. In 2003, all of the hard work and 
effort paid off as the Bears received a bid to the NCAA Northeast Regional for the 
first time since 1985. NYIT was ranked No. 7 nationally for eight straight weeks and 
No. 1 in the Northeast Region for most of the season, while finishing the year with a  
14-3-1 record. In 2004, the Bears played through an extremely tough schedule, 
finishing the season ranked fifth in the Northeast Region and narrowly missing out 
on an NCAA bid. In 2005, DelCid guided the Bears to their second appearance in the 
NCAA Tournament in the past three seasons, the Northeast Regional Championship, 
a trip to the Elite Eight and a NSCAA final national ranking of eighth. In recognition 
of the outstanding season, DelCid was selected as the NSCAA/adidas Men's Division II 
Collegiate Northeast Regional Coach of the Year.

DelCid moved to Port Jefferson, N.Y., while in his teens and attended Comsewogue High 
School. From there, he enrolled at Farmingdale Community College, where he earned 
all-conference goal scorer and MVP as a midfielder. 

In 1994, he enrolled at NYIT and started on the men's soccer team. After graduating in 
1996 with a bachelor's degree in criminal justice, DelCid obtained his master's degree in 
professional studies with a concentration in clinical counseling in 1998. He continued 
playing on the semi-professional soccer team he had been playing on since 1994, the 
L.I. Hercules, and later moved over to the Brooklyn Knights, a Division III professional 
team in 1998. Then, in 2000, he returned to his native country, Honduras, and assisted 
F.C. Universidad, a first division team. 

DelCid is actively involved with youth soccer on Long Island, having coached five 
different teams to Division I championships over the past eight years. As the coach 
of the East Meadow Hawks, his team has been invited to five of the most prestigious 
tournaments in the country: the Raleigh Shootout, the Columbia Invitational, the 
Capital Cup, the Jefferson Cup, and the Cincinnati Shootout. The Hawks finished that 
year with a national ranking of eighth and won four of the tournaments.

Clyde M. Doughty Jr.  
31 Years    

Clyde Doughty, Jr., actually has been at NYIT for 37 years, since the day he 
first attended a class at the Old Westbury campus (1976).  A native of Hollis, 
Queens, New York, Doughty attended Brooklyn Technical High School, where 
he played three seasons of varsity basketball.

He earned a scholarship to NYIT and during his basketball career, the Bears 
made it to the NCAA Tournament twice, losing in the championship game to 
Virginia Union in 1979-80.  After graduating, Doughty became the academic 
advisor to student-athletes, and three years later, he became the Assistant 
Director of Athletics. In 1988, he succeeded Dr. William T. Lai as Director of 
Athletics.

Doughty currently oversees intercollegiate, recreational and intramural ath-
letic programs at the Old Westbury and Manhattan campuses. He counts 
among his achievements enhancing the athletics department’s organizational 
structure and stability, and improving the academic performances of NYIT’s 
student-athletes. During Doughty’s tenure, the Bears have made numerous 
appearances in NCAA and ECAC post-season play. The men’s lacrosse team 
has won the NCAA National championship four times, 1997, 2003, 2005 and 
2008, the ECAC Championship in 2001 and appeared in the NCAA champion-
ship game on two other occasions, 1994 and 2002. The men’s basketball team 
captured the ECAC championship in 1995, while the men’s track and field 

placed third at the NCAA Division II Outdoor Track and Field Championships in 1999 and second at the indoor championships in 
2001. 

Doughty, who earned a bachelor’s degree in business management, has two master’s degrees from NYIT: one in human resource 
management and one in human relations. 

Doughty has served as chair of the Eastern Collegiate Athletic Conference’s men’s basketball committee, the men’s basketball 
chair of the New York Collegiate Athletic Conference, and was a member of the NCAA’s Northeast Men’s Basketball Regional 
Committee for three years. He was president of the NYCAC from 1994 through 1997, and was a member of the ECAC’s Executive 
Council from 1989 until 1992. 

In January 2001, Doughty was named to a four-year term as a member of the NCAA Division II Management Council. The council 
implements policies adopted by the NCAA Executive Committee and the Presidents’ Council, interprets Division II bylaws, and 
recommends the adoption of amendments and regulations regarding Division II athletics. In 2013, he was appointed to a second 
term as a member of the Division II Managament Council. 

As part of his Management Council responsibilities, Doughty has served on two project teams and has been a member of the 
committees on budget and finance, championships, the Student-Athlete Advisory Committee (SAAC), the honors committee, and 
nominations committee.

In 2004, Doughty was selected by the National Athletic Directors Association (NACDA) as the Division II Northeast Region Athletic 
Director of the Year.

Doughty currently serves on the NCAA Student-Athlete Advisory Group within the student affairs division.  The group supports 
NCAA staff in the areas of education programs, health and safety and leadership development. Since 2009, Doughty has also 
served as the master of ceremonies for the NCAA Career in Sports Forum.

During his tenure, Doughty has assisted in the development and implementation of the Bears Den fundraising club, the establish-
ment of the Athletic Hall of Fame, the annual Bears Golf Outing, the Athletic Directors Honor roll, the BEARS mentor educational 
program, the Senior Awards banquet, the Bears Care Community Service program, and the Night Out on The Bears community 
engagement program.

“I am honored that I have been able to sustain a very fruitful career at NYIT," he says. "I have been blessed to work with great 
individuals who have taken the time to help me mature as an administrator, mentor, parent, and human being.”

Doughty resides in Wheatley Heights, NY, with his wife, Pamela, his mother, Ida, and three children: 33-year-old Brandon, 
25-year-old Jessica, and 21-year-old Andre.

Directions to NYIT 

By car 
From the West: 
Long Island Expressway (I-495) to exit 39N 
(Glen Cove Road). Follow Glen Cove Road north 
to Northern Boulevard (Route 25 A). Turn right 
onto Northern Boulevard and head east. The 
NYIT entrance is the third traffic signal on your 
right.

From the East: 
LIE (I-495) to exit 41N (Route 107). Go north 
(toward Glen Cove)on Rte. 107 to Northern 
Boulevard (Route 25A). Turn left onto Northern 
Boulevard and continue west for four traffic 
lights. Make a left into NYIT’s main entrance at 
the fourth traffic light. 

From the South Shore: 
Take either the Meadowbrook, Cross Island 
or Wantagh  Parkways north to the Northern 
State Parkway, exit 31. Make a left at light, 
proceed north on Glen Cove Road until you 
reach Northern Boulevard and follow the above 
directions.

Public Transportation: 
The Long Island Rail Road provides access 
at several stations: Hicksville, Manhasset and 
Greenvale (closest to campus). The Metropolitan 
Transit Authority’s Route N20 bus, which travels 
from Main Street in Flushing to the Hicksville 
train station via Northern Boulevard stops 
adjacent to the main entrance of the campus.
